Dear Students and Parents,

The Higgins Chapter of the National Junior Honor Society will begin its selection process at the culmination of this school year for current seventh grade students. Students will be selected as candidates based on their academic performance from the last two quarters of seventh grade and the first quarter of eighth grade. Once a student’s candidacy is determined, he or she will be asked to fulfill the remaining necessary requirements in order to be selected as a member of NJHS. 


For a student to be eligible for candidacy, he or she must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.67 or above on a 4.0 scale in all graded areas from the last two quarters of seventh grade. He or she will then be asked to complete the student activity form, which they will receive with their notice of acknowledgement of candidacy in their eighth grade year. The information is then reviewed and evaluated by the NJHS Faculty Council and a vote is taken by the council based on the student’s demonstration of leadership, community service, citizenship, character, and extra curricular activities. 


In order to be selected the student will be required to complete a minimum of two  hours of community service, per a month, which must be signed off by the supervising adult, not the parent.  These hours will start upon completing the 7th grade and must be completed from July until the induction ceremony. Students summer hours will be collected on September 2nd. Failure to complete summer hours (two for July and two for August) will make a student ineligible. There are no exceptions.
Once selected and approved by the NJHS Faculty Council, candidates will be invited to become members at an induction ceremony which will take place later in the 2015-2016 school year. If a student has not been selected to become a member, a letter will be sent to the candidate indicating the reason(s) for the decision of the faculty council.


It is an honor and a privilege to be a member of the National Junior Honor Society. Students should be proud of such an accomplishment and continue to uphold the core values of the Higgins Middle School as well as the academic standards of the Higgins Chapter of National Junior Honor Society.  As members of the National Junior Honor Society, students will participate in a chapter-wide community service projects. Members are also required to maintain the necessary academic standards of the chapter for the duration of the school year. National Junior Honor Society members are considered leaders and role models for their peers.

1st Quarter, 8th Grade:

After 1st Quarter, students GPAs will be calculated and students who have maintained a minimum GPA of 3.67 and have completed their required service hours will receive NJHS application forms.  

2nd Quarter, 8th grade: 

· Continue to maintain a GPA over 3.66667

· Continued service of at least 2 hours a month 
If you complete the above, and continue with the service requirements without any discipline referrals, then you will be eligible for our induction in the spring. 
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
